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OFS PHILATELIC SOCIETY 

The meeting on 26 July 2025 were attended by 20 members and two visitors. Dr Leon 

Jacobsen was welcomed and is the Regional Vice President for Region 4 (OFS). The 

auction table was heavily loaded and approximately 97% of items found a new collector.  

Leon presented an overview of the Hermes head stamps of Greece which were first 

issued in 1861 and 40 years thereafter. They were not perforated. Greece was a “late 

comer” to stamp-paid mail. It was the first country to differentiate the values by colour.  

The engraving of the stamps was very good. There were different printings, resulting in 

course and fine print, as well as 

multiple printings in 1861. Some 

stamps were also numbered on 

the back. These varieties 

complicate identification.  

Leon also showed a cover of 1866 (right) franked with three 

stamps of different colour (5, 20 and 40 Drachma).  

The stamps were obtained from a previous collector who neatly 

mounted them on pieces of paper on which the price and 

dealer from which it was obtained as well as other information 

were noted. 
 

PINELANDS STAMP CIRCLE 

May meeting:  David Watts showed two Military Mail collections – the first covering the 

2
nd

 World War which showed SA Army APO’s; different censor marks; On Active Service 

Envelopes from Egypt to South Africa; Navy envelopes as well as Airletters addressed to 

South Africa. The second collection included mail from 1900 - the BSA Camp and an 

envelope from Baden Powell’s Rhodesian Regiment; Boer War mail; 1
st

 and 2
nd

 World 

War On Active Service envelopes; Christmas cards; Cinderellas and P.O.W. items.  

Leigh Hen-Boisen also showed two exhibits, both well-presented thematic ones which 

he had purchased recently.  The first, Down the Congo River, featured stamps and 

some postcards of all the places, animals and plants encountered traveling along the 

river from its source to the sea. The second one on Volcanoes showed stamps from many countries 

which had issued them to commemorate volcanic eruptions, giving a brief history of each volcano.    

June meeting:  Despite the dreadful weather, there was a good turn-out. Andrew Mackenzie showed an 

interesting collection of his late father’s The Month of May. Starting from 1 May it portrays stamps right 

up to 3 May which featured events that occurred on each day of the month. It didn’t matter whether 

they were births, deaths, discoveries, anniversaries, someone breaking the mile record, countries 

becoming independent – anything recorded as to have happened on that day. The 6
th

 May is also 

included and, as we all should know, that was the day that the Penny Black was issued!  

The second of Andrew’s Dad’s exhibits was Glasgow, comprising many old postcards, postmarks, 

covers etc. A follow up to this exhibit will be Scotland which will be shown in September.  

July meeting:  Martin Crawford showed Local Value 4 Potatoes – the story of the Tristan da Cunha 

Potato stamp and Marilyn Crawford showed Letters to a Lincolnshire Lass – 1919-1921. Not much is

The Holmbergs were ardent philatelists, and Eric served the MPS faithfully 

for many years as President whilst Maisie served as Secretary. 

The Mairic Urn is a bronze claret jug mounted on a wooden base with a 

surrounding band showing the various winners over the years including 

Roger Porter RDPSA, who won it more than twice; Ruth Sykes; Pat Izaaks 

and Aubrey Bowles amongst others.  

Unfortunately, the trophy was overlooked when the Society moved to their 

new premises in Hilton and members lost track of its whereabouts.

The winning stamp was one of 66 selected from more than 400

During the recent school holidays in South Africa, something beautiful 

happened at Hearts of Hope, a children’s home caring for children who are 

wards of the state. Bev Wilson had a Stamp Day at the Children’s Home.  

Thanks to the generosity of stamp enthusiast Danny 

Khoury and his friend Monica, who donated a box of 

stamps, the children were introduced - many for the 

first time - to the fascinating world of postage 

stamps. The children explore the colourful world of stamps, beginning with a 

conversation about what a stamp is and the important job it does. They 

learned that every stamp tells a story - not just of where it comes from, but 

also of culture, history, people, and places. Their excitement was contagious. 

Each child proudly selected their ‘favourite stamps’ and carefully stuck them 

on their own pages. It was fascinating to witness their enthusiasm. 

The meeting of 28 June 2025 was joined by some members of the East Rand 

Philatelic Society. David Wigmore gave a talk on Aerophilately with its definitions and showed two 

exhibits. The first was the Airmail service between Cape Town and 

Durban in 1925. The second was about the Concorde - its 

developmental history and an extensive display of Concorde 

material. 

Members were asked to bring relevant aerophilatelic exhibits. 

Amongst these Danny Khouri brought his exhibit of the 

Development of flight from Icarus to Jets. David gave him some 

pointers to develop the exhibit. Val Mogg contributed a cover of the 

1
st

 return flight of the Graf Zeppelin on 28 Oct 1928 from New York 

to Germany - landing at Friedrichshafen on 1 November. She also 

showed the Imperial Airways experimental Christmas flight 

Croydon UK to Cape Town from 9 to 21 December 1931. 

At the meeting on 26 July 2025 in Items of Interest Charl Heydenrych reported on his exercise of the 

posting of envelopes posted to and from him at the end of June 2025. He had sent 12 and only one 

person had received hers. Of those from members to him, he had not yet received any!  

Val Mogg showed two Maxim Cards of 1955 of the Centenary of Pretoria with the stamps of Kruger, and 

Pretorius (possibly the 1
st

 SA Maxims). Jean Dulez showed some French stamps and gave historical 

information about them.   

In the “Bears” Theme of particular interest was Danny Khouri’s page of two sheetlets from Bulgaria 

about Antarctic Research which have Polar Bears on them. 

(We all know that there are no bears in Antarctic!! – a great 

example of a Philatelic failure - a design flaw). 

Of note in the “Explorers” Theme was Rob Vermont’s 

complete folder and signed cover produced following the 

Expedition of Robert Swan and Roger Mear who left London 

3 Nov 1984 to retrace the footsteps of Captain Robert Scott 

and man haul the 883-mile journey to the South Pole – 

without recourse to depots, dogs, air support or outside

The last two society meeting were a great success. In July, Danie 

Scheepers RDPSA was the guest speaker. He presented his Tale of South 

Africa exhibit which tells the story of South Africa from formation in 1910 

to the birth of the Rainbow Nation in 1994. Key events are illustrated with 

some exceptional philatelic material, much of which had not seen before 

and rare philatelic items of which only a few are known to exist. Many of 

the items displayed were collected by Danie during his overseas travels, 

reflecting the level of research conducted to put an exceptional exhibit together. Danie has entered the 

exhibit in the 2025 National Exhibition in Paarl.  

The topic for the August meeting was First Day Covers which are generally not appreciated by 

philatelists. This perception was dispelled by two Society members. Jan van Milligen demonstrated his 

Philcosa website - philcosa.com - which has more than 6 500 southern African covers listed together 

with scans of each item. The website has a search function, allowing one to search for covers relating to 

specific events, themes or countries amongst other fields of interest. It is an invaluable source of 

information for anyone interested in FDC’s. 

Gert Strydom, an avid FDC collector, presented a PowerPoint presentation highlighting some of the 

interesting items in his collection. These included a used cover with the 40-cent “The Word of God” 

stamp, covers with printing and date errors, and covers signed by the stamp artist and well-known 

personalities associated with the event. Gert concluded his presentation with some sound advice on 

things to look out for which makes the collecting of FDC’s interesting and challenging at times.

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The Anglo-Boer War (1899-1902) is often remembered for the fierce battles between the British Empire and 

the Afrikaner republics of the Transvaal and the Orange Free State. Nonetheless, one of the war’s most 

devastating legacies was the system of concentration camps.  

For many decades, the suffering of Black South Africans in the 

concentration camps was overlooked in mainstream historical 

narratives. In recent years though, there has been a growing 

effort to acknowledge and memorialise the Black victims of the 

Anglo-Boer War.  

While the British initially established concentration camps for 

Boer civilians as part of their scorched-earth policy*, they soon 

set up similar camps for Black South Africans (Fig. 1 and 3). 

These camps were fundamentally different in purpose and 

treatment compared to those for the Boers.  

Black civilians 

were 

displaced as 

the British 

destroyed farms, leaving them without food or shelter. 

Many were also forcibly removed and placed in camps, 

supposedly to prevent them from assisting Boer 

commandos. Nonetheless, their real purpose was often to 

serve as a pool of forced labour for the British war effort. 

The British military set up the Native Refugee Department 

under Captain G.F. de Lobtiniere of the Royal Engineers to 

supply labour for the army and mines, aiming to reduce 

costs and sustain the imperial campaign. Army Labor 

Depots were established to manage and utilize these 

labour (Fig. 2). 

By January 1902, De Lobtiniere, writes that supplying 

workers to the army ‘formed the basis on which our 

system was founded’. 

Mortality rates in the Black concentration camps were shockingly high. Some historians estimate that 

between 20,000 and 30,000 Black South Africans perished in these camps. Exact figures remain elusive due 

to poor documentation.  

Unlike the Boer camps, where mortality rates eventually 

improved after public outcry and intervention, the Black 

camps remained severely neglected. 

Unfortunately, thousands of Black and white South 

Africans suffered and died under horrific conditions in 

these camps. The death toll included many children, who 

were particularly vulnerable to disease and malnutrition.  
 

*  The scorched earth policy, rolled out by Lord Kitchener, led 

to the destruction of about 30 000 Boer farmhouses and the 

partial or complete destruction of more than forty towns. 

Thousands of women and children were removed from their 

homes by force. They had little or no time to remove valuables 

before the house was burnt down. They were then taken by ox 

wagon or in open cattle trucks to the nearest camp.

In total, six combinations of the booklet sheetlets exist. Numbers 1,00/2,00; 3,00/4,00; 5,00/6,00; 

7,00/8,00 and 9,00/10,00 printed in the left selvedge and that with no printing in the right selvedge. 

No booklets with control numbers have been seen.

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MAFEKING RELIEF FUND, 1900 

The Siege of Mafeking (now Mahikeng), one of the most dramatic events of the Second Anglo-Boer War 

(1899–1902), lasted from 13 October 1899 to 17 May 1900. 

The Mafeking Relief Fund, initiated under leadership of Colonel Baden-Powell, was established to 

provide support to civilians and soldiers affected by the 217-day siege. Supported by individuals such 

as Lady Georgiana Curzon and Major Godley, the fund raised over £29,267 through donations from 

clubs, cities and entities across the British Empire. Disbursements were allocated to aid widows, 

orphans, refugees, wounded servicemen, and local institutions. A portion of the funds facilitated 

seaside recuperative trips for children and nurses. 

After British forces ended the siege, the remaining balance of the fund was used to create the Rainy-

Day Fund. It operated until 1909 and provided occasional grants to individuals impacted by the siege. 

Colonel Baden Powell and Major Godley signed surety with the Standard Bank of South Africa, Mafeking 

branch, when establishing the fund. They agreed to hold the bank harmless in case of any errors made 

during the distribution of the funds.

The Shortage of the ½d stamps In Natal - March 1895                 john@radium.co.za   

I started collecting stamps as a schoolboy and had a 35-year break before taken up the hobby again in 

2022 during covid.  

The period of 12 of March to the 22 March 1895 can only be 

described as chaotic in the annals of Natal’s Postal History. Due to 

increased postal demand and delays in resupply from Britain, the 

colony faced shortages of low-denomination stamps - especially the 

half penny 

To cope, Natal’s postal authorities resorted to overprinting older 

fiscal and postage stamps with the word “POSTAGE” or surcharging 

them with “Half-Penny”. 

During these 10 days, two different half-penny overprint issues and 

one ‘emergency’ measure were authorised by the Postmaster 

General (PMG), J. Chadwick.  

The first of this provisional issues was an overprint 

of the violet 6d Chalon Head stamps of 1863 which 

were in stock in Pietermaritzburg and currently being 

used as a Revenue stamp (Fig. 1).  

These stamps were overprinted in Pietermaritzburg 

by P. Davis and Sons and are recorded as being 

issued on the 12
th 

of March 1895. It must be noted that 

these stamps had been in storage in Pietermaritzburg for over 30 years and given the climate 

most of these stamps’ condition had deteriorated considerably over the years. 

Sheets consisted of 240 stamps and the plate used to overprint the surcharge could only overprinted 60 

stamps - each sheet therefore had to be struck four times. The overprint was in crimson and read POSTAGE 

and Half-Penny with a bar cancelling the SIX PENCE duty (Fig.2). 

As this overprint was done locally and in extreme haste the quality of the 

overprint is extremely poor when compared to the standards of the British 

Printers. The plate used for the overprint had twelve different errors on each 

plate, most of which occur multiple times (Fig. 3). 

Specimens of the 

stamps were hand 

stamped “SPECIMEN’ 

in purple (Fig.4).  

The “Cato” Cover (Fig.4) has the largest known block of 

these stamps on cover. 

These Provisional stamps are more than curiosities. They 

are tangible echoes of a moment when colonial 

bureaucracy met creative adaptation. Each telling a story 

of improvisation under pressure. 

Errors, double surcharges, and 

misaligned overprints are 

common occurrences rather than 

rare exceptions. These 

characteristics present valued 

opportunities for collectors!

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In a matter of days, all the stamps were sold out and, as an emergency measure, Postmasters were 

authorised by the PMG to provisionally endorse envelopes that a postage rate of one half-penny had been 

received in cash, and to sign the endorsement.  

The Durban Post Office was the most affected by the shortage and covers were signed by J.W. Coleman, the 

then Postmaster of Durban. Hence the term “COLEMAN COVER” originated to refer to these covers. Covers 

are only recorded for the 18
th

, 20
th

, 21
st

 and 22
nd

 of March 1895. Figures 6 and 7 shows two Coleman 

covers, both endorsed with one signed by the Postmaster and the other not signed. 
 

The third issue was authorised by the PMG, which was the overprint “HALF” in black on the QV one penny 

carmine stamp that was in current circulation (Fig. 8).  

Again, these stamps were overprinted by P. 

Davis and Sons in Pietermaritzburg, and not 

of good quality resulting in several varieties.  

These stamps were released on 18 March 

1895, and as a result alleviated the shortage 

being experienced (Fig. 9). 

As with the previous overprint, many misaligned overprints 

occurred of which the below stamps are examples.

Yet the Natal case stands out for its rich variety of 

provisional issues. It also reminds us that postal 

history isn’t just about stamps - it’s about 

systems, people, and the quiet dramas of everyday 

communication.

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TRADITIONAL PHILATELY 

Competitive Exhibits: Traditional philately embraces all aspects of philately. This includes also those 

aspects, which may be used in other FIP classes, and which are supporting the story the exhibitor is 

telling with his exhibit.  

This story must be developed according to a logical plan leading through the exhibit. It may include 

aspects of the story of the stamp such as the way from the essays via proofs to the issued stamp with its 

printing phases and all kinds of varieties.  

It includes all kinds of appropriate material, even material, which might be used to form an exhibit of 

one of the special classes. The usage of the stamp must normally be demonstrated throughout the 

exhibit, but this might also be a special section of the plan. It should be well balanced with the rest of 

the exhibit. The usage means here the different ways of cancelling, the postal rates and routes if needed. 

The presence of rare postmarks, unusual franking and postal forms should be considered in judging. 

Principles of Exhibit Composition: The Title page must contain an introductory statement, which 

explains the aim of the exhibit. It must be followed by a logical plan leading like red thread through the 

exhibit (Ref. GREV 3.3).  

Appropriate Material:   

∑ Adopted or rejected essays, die-proofs, plate proofs, colour trials, plate flaws and other errors in 

stamp production. 

∑ Postage stamps, whether unused or used, singles or multiples, and stamps used on cover, postal 

forms, mixed franking with other countries etc.  

∑ The different usages of the stamp including the different cancellations, rates, routes, although an 

exhibit consisting entirely of this material would be more appropriate under Postal History.  

∑ Local stamps, private delivery services, parcel company and carrier stamps, shipping company 

stamps etc.  

∑ Varieties of all kinds, such as those of watermark, gum, perforation, paper, printing and colour as 

well as specialities of a single country.  

∑ Plate reconstructions and studies of printing plates.  

∑ Perfins, postally accepted overprints and value surcharges, all kinds of postal labels like 

registration labels, parcel stickers etc if they are supporting the story to be told.  

∑ Postal stationery if they are printed with the same cliché as postage stamps and stationery cut outs, 

if they are used as postage stamps.  

∑ Postally used fiscal stamps and unused fiscals valid for postal use.  

∑ Postal forgeries. Other forgeries and reprints only in comparison with the genuine stamp if used in 

a traditional exhibit presenting for instance one issue. 

Exhibits: The following will also be considered as traditional philately: 

∑ Collections showing the development of postage stamps.  

∑ Special studies of papers used in stamp production, gums, perforations, colour variations, errors or 

graphic design, perfins.  

∑ Collections of borderline postage items such as letter-culture, letter closing, newspaper labels etc.  

∑ Collections of fakes and forgeries, reprints, registration labels etc.  

∑ Research collections like plate reconstructions, development of plate flaws.  

∑ Comparative collections e.g. issues of several countries including “omnibus” issues or covering the 

first issues of a certain region.  

∑ Other collections with special aspects such as events – “Day of the Stamp, Christmas mail, fairs and 

other philatelic events.

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Meeting 26 August 2025. Impact of the Anglo Boer War on Orange Free State towns and it Postal 

Services. Richard Stroud RDPSA, OFS Study Circle. 

Richard presented a detailed overview of the devastation caused to 25 towns in the Free State and Orange 

River Colony during the war, highlighting the minimal production of postcards due to the destruction and 

slow rebuilding process. He explained the challenges faced with postal services, including delays and the 

use of alternative stamps, and shared anecdotes about specific towns.
